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Abstract

The text of the abstract goes here.  It should be a single paragraph in which the first line is not indented.  The purpose of the abstract is to provide a brief and comprehensive summary of the study.  It should be accurate (do not include information here that is not in the body of the manuscript), self-contained (spell-out abbreviations), concise (unlike the abstract you submitted for your proposal, this will be a maximum of 120 words), and specific (begin this section with the most important information and limit it to the four or five most important concepts, findings, or implications of the study).  In keeping with the theme of concision, use digits for all numbers except when they begin a sentence.

Should Summarize the Main Idea of the Paper in 10–12 Words
Begin the introduction here.  Retype your title and center it at the top of the introduction as indicated above.  Notice that these paragraphs should have a normal (half-inch) indent.  The main purpose of this section is to tell the reader why you performed the study.  In other words, you have to inform the reader of the research question and indicate why it is important and how it is unique when compared to previous studies.  It starts out broad and becomes more and more specific.  For example, you might begin by defining any relevant terms, review the relevant literature (avoiding an exhaustive and historical review), and then clarify the connection between previous research and the present work.  You might include any hypotheses and the rationale for them.  The final paragraph usually contains a statement that clearly and explicitly states why the study was performed.  Thus, this section should contain an absolute minimum of four paragraphs:  the general introduction, the literature review, the connection of the present study to the literature, and the explicit statement of purpose.
